Plans to regulate sea angling come under fire
 
 New rules from Brussels are putting the economies of seaside towns in Yorkshire in danger.
 
 Plans to make recreational anglers sign up to the same high tech surveillance used by commercial fishing vessels would devastate the activity enjoyed by 1.4 million Britons every year.
  
 The move is opposed by UKIP MEP Godfrey Bloom who today urged people to sign up to an online petition to urge the Fisheries Minister to protect Britain's interests when the plans are discussed in Brussels.
 
 "Fish stocks are not suffering because of recreational anglers and quotas would be completely unenforceable" said Mr Bloom.
 
 "The Common Fisheries Policy reduced the number of fishermen in this country from 18,600 to 12, 700 in a decade and the last thing the industry needs is more burdensome regulation.
 
 "Towns such as Whitby would be devastated by this decision which is why I am asking people to sign our online petition and write to their MEPs and urge them to vote against this move.
 
 "UKIP MEPs will be opposing this draconian decision every step of the way."
