One of the great pleasures of being an MEP, believe me there are fewer than you might 

expect, is an involvement with schools in the constituency. 

 

I help one particular school organize its lower sixth visits to various professional 

practices and industries. A preliminary look at life before young people are too 

committed to any particular line of vocational study.  

 

Occasionally one un-covers a stunning piece of information from executives at a very 

senior level who let things slip when not protected by their public relation minders.

Unless we ‘get 

real’ as the Americans would say the lights will go out. As usual in politics it will be 

somebody else’s fault.  

 

Energy executives must understand appeasement never works and the unions would do 

well to realise the old tribal loyalties of yesteryear are no longer appropriate.  The main 

political parties are not the friends of the working man.  And incidentally relying on 

Russia is not an option.  Bigoted political opinion gave the French the lead in Nuclear 

power in the sixties.
